2. Rules of the Competition
The meet will be conducted according to the AIBA rules 2008.

54-57 (Feather)

4. Eligibility

This meet is open to all male boxers who have qualified in under mentioned meets from 2006 - 2009.
Any boxer born between 1st January 1992 and 31st December 1993 with below qualification is eligible
to take part in this meet. Proof should be produced before the weigh in.

5. Rounds and Duration
Each Youth Boy bout will consist of 4 rounds of Zminutes and each with 1 minute interval between
each of them.

6. Gloves & Bandages
a. Only 10 oz (284 Gms) AIAB approved gloves manufactured by one of the AIBA official Boxing
Equipment Licensees will be used and they will be provided by the ABA.
b. AIBA approved / Licensees bandage must be used. A bandage must not be longer than 4.5m

and shorter than 2.5m. The bandage should be 5.7 cm wide.

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Prohibited Conditions

a. If a boxer wears a dressing on a cut, wound abrasion, laceration or blood swelling on their
scalp or face including the nose and ears. For the case of a boxer with abrasion or laceration, no
dressing other than Collodion or Steri- Strip is allowed

b. A boxer shall be clean-shaved before the medical examination and before the weigh-in. Beards
and moustaches are not allowed. No type of body piercing and nobody accessories are allowed
to be worn during a bout.

C. Before resuming boxing after any of the period of rest due to KOH (Knock Out Head) or RSC H
(Referee Stopped the contest due to head blow) a boxer must be certified by a doctor as
mentioned below:

(D One KO H or RSCH Should certified by a MBBS doctor
(2) Two KO H or RSC H within a period of three months - Neuron Surgeon
(3) Three KOH or RSCH within a period of twelve months - Dr FA Rajakulendran

Medical Examination 7 Weigh-in and draw
The preliminary weigh-in preceded by the medical examination will be held on the 20t of January

2010 between 8.00 to 10.00 am at the Sugathadaa Indoor Stadium and weigh-in and medical on 21st
and 22nd of January 2010 will be held from 8.00 to 9.00 am at the same venue. The draw will
commence after the completion of weigh in on 20t January 2010 at Sugathadasa Indoor Stadium.

Entry Fees / Entry Forms

An Entry Fee of Rs.50.00 per competitor should be paid to the Hony Treasurer on 20t of January 2010
at Royal College before weigh - in. Before the weigh in, attached Entry Form and Bio Data form for
each boxer should be filled and handed over to the Secretary ABA of Sri Lanka. No boxer will be
allowed to fight without a proper filled Entry form.

Selection Criteria

The best suitable boxers who will show the good physical fitness, better style, Endurance and better
performance will be selected to represent the Sri Lanka. Previous Local meet results and previous
international participations and performs will also be taken in to the consideration when selecting the
boxers.

Residential Pool Training
The selected boxers should report to the National Youth Residential boxing pool at Slimline (Pvt) Ltd,

Pannala on 25% January 2010 in order to commence the training under Cuban National Coach.

Future Plans

The boxers who will win medals at the ASBC Asian Youth Championships in Iran will be selected to
represent Sri Lanka for AIBA World Youth Boxing Championships 7z 2010 in Grenoble, France
scheduled to be held from 2nd to 11th April 2010. Those boxers who win any medal or become first four
at the AIBA World Youth Boxing Championships will be selected to compete at the inaugural YOUTH
OLYMPIC GAMES scheduled to be held in Singapore from 14th to 26t August 2010.
